Watercolours by Miklós Szüts at the Templespace
Miklós Szüts has painted nothing but watercolours for the past five years, quite small and quite large pieces. The exhibition focuses on these latter ones. We re-install his theatrical work Midsummer Night Forest designed for the foyer of the National Theatre in 2009 and display his recent paintings having been created for the baroque Templespace at Museum Kiscell on purpose. 
Watercolours are traces of a gesture with no delay, a technics of a fine balance of control and of letting go. Its great masters are those, like Szüts, who enjoy impromptu creation and accept chance-likeness, in this case matters made worse by magnitude.
The clear references and allusions to the romantic landscape genre are not to unfold a wholeness craved after here, but prefigure sharply intersected perspectives, dark horizons, obscure presentiments – the sense called by Heinrich von Kleist the „glimpsing of death”.
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
